Please see some updates on school programmes for Term 4
below.

1. Home-Based Learning (HBL) Day for Term 4
We will be having our HBL day on 19 September 2025. Students will not be required to report
to school on that day and are expected to do their work independently at home. Should
students be required to meet their teachers online via MS Teams during the HBL day, they will
be informed earlier by their teachers.

2. End-of-Year (EOY) Examinations
